Frevious Management Strategy Update:

A Groundwater Protection Plan will be prepared for the municipal sewage treatmant plant and
the water plant that wili address all covered practices as specified by 401 KAR 5:037. A GFPis
required for many of the area businesses identified in the CSI. Those businesses requiring & GPP
will be coniacted by the KY division of Water. Ownexs of all the potential conteminani sources
within the WHPA wil! be nofified of their inclusion in the WHPA and requested to notify the
water system personnel in the event of a spill or release of potential contaminants. Senton was
looking into acquiring grant money for fencing around the three supply wells as an added
security measure. A map of the WHPA and potential contaminant sources will be created for the
local emergency services to use.

Newly Proposed Management Straiegies:

Benton has recently updated the Groundwater Protection Pian for its water treatment plant and
will continue to use the arnuai Consumer Confidence Report to notify its customers that an
update to the Wellhead Protection Plan has taken place. The City will continue to look into



possible avenues for funding of fencing around the supply wells for security measures. Receatly

a new rcofing was added to the supply well buildings as well as new doors. Benton is also
requesting two Water Supply Proteciton road signs io be piaced at WHPA boundaries.

Possible contamination could occur from overflows from the sewer treatment plant. The liner of
the primary pond has been inspected and will continue to be inspected on a routine basis.

Altarnative Water Supply (Short and Long Term):

Shost Term: Benton Water is connected to North Marshall Waier District and to Symsonia
Water District. These interconnects provide an additional source of water in the event of a water
supply problem with Senton’s wells.

Long Term: Drilling new wells would be the long term aliernative water supply. Benton is

currently budgeting monthly for well improvements and/or new well construction.

Schedule for Upilate and Review:
The Wellhead Protection Plen will be reviewed regularly and updated every five vears as
requived by regulaticn.
